Week 6 saw 6 close games on a cool and misty
Sunday 2/3 of the way through the NCHL season.

PeeWee Division
Lemos Farm beat Coastside.net 4-3

Zeb Miller’s fourth period goal proved to be the
difference as Lemos Farm defeated Coastside.net 
4-3. PeeWee Division-leading scorer Austin
Elchinoff had 2 goals and an assist in defeat.

Frank Lemos put Lemos Farm on the board first
with a low forehand after converting a pass from
Miller. Matthew Williams then broke up a
Coastside.net rush and set up Miller for his first of
two goals, a low wrist shot to the far side. Pace
Farbstein snapped in a backhand rebound with 1:13
left in the first to make it 3-0 in favor of Lemos Farm. 

Coastside.net would roar back in the third period,
as Tom Martin’s initial shot was stopped, but
Lemos Farm couldn’t clear the puck and Elchinoff
made them pay as he put in the rebound. Just 1:22 later Elchinoff
scored again on a slapshot from the far faceoff circle. 

With 1:18 elapsed in the final period, Coastside.net tied the
game as Sam Vaughn sent a slapshot through the pads after
Elchinoff put the puck in the crease. 

Sean Donnellan was effective in front of Coastside.net goalie
Noah Weinstein, but ultimately Zeb Miller took a pass from sister

Palladino Painting scored 3 times in the final period to rally

past Dr. Alborzi 4-3. Adam Mansell and Squirt scoring leader
Zane Cordero had two goals each to overcome North
Cossman’s two second-period scores.

After a scoreless first period in which Dr. Alborzi defenders
Liam Williams and Peyton Pastorino kept Amanda Weston
and Antonio Roman off the board, Cossman scored 1:29 into
the second on a Bobby Orr-like diving goal to give Dr. Alborzi
the lead.

Ben Wylie had several scoring chances for Palladino Painting,
but it was Cordero who cut the lead to 3-2 as he converted a 
centering pass from Mansell to open the third period. Halfway
through the final frame Mansell scored his second to even the
score, and at the 3:38 mark Cordero took a pass from Madeleine
Mahrouzadeh for the game winner, sending the first place
Palladino Painting squad to its sixth victory on the season.

Austin Elchinoff added to his PeeWee Division-leading scoring
total with a breakaway goal just :11 into the game for Coastside.net.
